1. Review of House Bill 24-1091 as it Relates to Our CCRs
· Legal Review
· Potential Rewrite of Our Architectural Guidelines
This House Bill was signed into law on March 12, 2024. It talks about the use of fire hardened building materials and our CCRs are in conflict with the new law. Our attorney, Christina Landeryou, has given us a recommendation on updating sections 6.5 and 6.6 of our CCRs. She can write and amendment to our CCRs. The Board would like to revise these two sections instead of an amendment as we must comply with the new law. We will also clean up any other language that is needed to bring the CCRs up to date. (This pertains to the changes made in 2023 with monetary fines, notifications, communications and collections.) The Board will have Chrstina review our CCRs and revise those items that will bring us into compliance with CCIOA and changes that have been made in Colorado State Law since 2018 when we last revised our CCRs. Les Kole made a motion to adopt the recommendations to change the verbiage in Sections 6.5 and 6.6 in the CCRs. Michael seconded. The motion carried 3-0.

Michael, Bryan Ferguson, Tom Angevine and Paul Romere will be working on the gate this weekend to make it operational. There has been negative feedback on the gate not working. Tom Ondrako volunteered to do the weed spraying in the Right of Way.
